The purpose of this program is to develop water and waste
disposal systems in rural areas with populations less than
10,000. Fixed, low interest rates. Repayment may be up to 40
years. Grants may be available.

Water and Waste Disposal
Guaranteed Loan Program

(water, wastewater)

The purpose of this program is to provide a loan guarantee for
the construction or improvement of water and waste disposal
projects serving underserved rural communities. This is
achieved through bolstering the existing private credit structure
through the guarantee of quality loans. Guarantees up to 90%
available to eligible lenders.

Predevelopment Planning
Grants

This program assists low-income communities with initial
planning and development of an application for USDA Rural
Development Water and Waste Disposal direct loan/grant and
loan guarantee programs. The maximum is $30,000 or 75% of
the predevelopment planning costs.

This grant program is designed to assist rural communities that
have experienced a significant decline in quantity or quality of
drinking water due to an emergency, or in communities where
such decline is considered imminent, to obtain or maintain
adequate quantities of water that meets the standards set by
the Safe Drinking Water Act.

WaterSMART Grants: Small{
Scale Water Efficiency
Projects

(water efficiency)

Reclamation provides funding to eligible applicants for small water
efficiency improvements that have been identified through previous
planning efforts. Up to $100,000 for projects to be completed within 2
years. Total project costs should generally be less than $225,000. A
non-federal cost share of 50% or greater of total projects costs is
required.

Eligible Applicants

Category A Applicants: States, Indian tribes, irrigation districts, water
districts, or other organizations with water or power delivery
authority.

Category B Applicants: Nonprofit conservation organizations that are
acting in partnership and with the agreement of an entity described
above.

Applicants must be located in the western United States or United
States Territories: AZ, CA, CO, ID, KA, MT, NE, NV, NM, ND, OK, OR,
SD, TX, UT, WA, and WY, AK, HI, American Samoa, Guam, the
Northern Mariana Islands, the Virgin Islands, or Puerto Rico.
