The DWSRF program is available to drinking water systems to
finance infrastructure improvements. The program also
emphasizes providing funds to small and disadvantaged
communities and to programs that encourage pollution
prevention as a tool for ensuring safe drinking water. Projects
that have received assistance from the national set-aside for
Indian Tribes and Alaska Native Villages under the SDWA
§1452(i) are ineligible to receive funding.

(DWIG TSA) Program provides resources to assists tribes in
improving water system infrastructure. Community water
systems and non-profit non-community water systems serving
tribal populations are eligible for project funding. Under the
Water Infrastructure Improvements for the Nation Act, projects
for technical training and operator certification are now eligible
to receive funding through DWIG TSA.

To be considered for CWISA
program funding, tribes must
identify their wastewater needs to
the IHS Sanitation Deficiency
System.

The Water Infrastructure Finance and Innovation Act of 2014
(WIFIA) established the WIFIA program, a federal credit
program administered by EPA for eligible water and wastewater
infrastructure projects. The WIFIA program offers loans with
low, fixed interest rates and flexible financial terms. The
minimum project size for small communities, population of
25,000 or less, is $5 million.

The WIFIA application process is two
phases. Prospective borrowers must
submit a letter of interest for their
project to the WIFIA program by the
announced annual deadline. For
each selected projects, the
prospective borrower may submit
an application, negotiate loan
terms, and close its loan. Please
check the WIFIA website for more
information about program
deadlines.
